3. Write and submit an essay between 500 and 1,000
words, typed and double spaced, on the following
topic: “How will the BP oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico
impact the communities of the Gulf region either
environmentally or economically over the next
decade?”

4. Submit a copy of your most recent High School or
College transcript or report of grades, which shows
your cumulative grade point average.

5. Submit three (3) letters of recommendation that are
not from family members.

6. Attach a picture of yourself to your application form.

Applicants will be required to participate in an
interview on Sunday, October 10th conducted by

The Big Fresno Fair Scholarship Committee to answer
questions that may arise from autobiographies, essays
and/or applications, and to evaluate the applicants on
their ability to present themselves (character & poise).

The winners of the scholarship will be based on the following criteria:

1. Applicant’s essay and autobiography content, form,
grammar, and spelling.

2. Applicant’s overall grade point average.

3. Applicant’s involvement in school.

4. Applicant’s involvement in the community.
